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Situation
You are the Captain of
Engine 37. You have

been dispatched to
11000 Wilshire Blvd.
for a reported struc-
ture fire. Task Force
37 is the first arriving
Task Force onscene.
The rest of the assign-
ment will arrive
shortly. The Federal
Building is a seven-
teen story office build-
ing that was con-
structed in 1969. Itis
a “center core” type of
high rise. The fire is
reported to be on the
16th floor. Your in-
vestigation team con-
sists of yourself, your
two engine firefighters
and the inside fire-
fighter from Truck 37.
Your team has all nec-
essary firefighting
equipment. The panel
in the fire control
room shows smoke
detectors and water
flow activation on the
16th floor. You start
your ascent in stair-
well #1 and report this

to the IC. Your fire at-

tack team consists of
a probationary fire-
fighter and two vet-
eran firefighters. At
the 10th floor you re-
ceive radio communi-
cation from the AO in
the fire control room
that there has been
additional smoke de-
tector activation on
the 16th floor and
new smoke detector
activations on the
17th floor. You also
hear the IC state to
OCD that one window
is broken out and is
showing fire on the
16th floor. During
your ascent you as-
sess floor 14 for stag-
ing and communicate

this to the IC.

Upon arrival on the
16th floor, you open
the stairwell door and
step out onto the fire
floor. You observe
thick black smoke roll-
ing towards you from
both ends of the hall-
way. There is no sign
of fire. You have ap-
proximately two min-
utes before this area
will be filled with the
same thick black
smoke.
