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TDG “High Hazard” Solution Worksheet

Personal Preparations for Today’s Shift:  

Begin to hydrate.  If I haven’t eaten, do so.  Inform family of possible deployment.  Gather personal gear, i.e.: Out of county bag, sleeping bag, cot.  If  doing Physical Fitness, consider a lighter routine.  Review L.C.E.S and Fire Orders.  Review Wildland Tactics.  Obtain current and predicted weather forecasts.

Describe PPE Preparations for Today’s Shift:

Inventory Wildland and Structure P.P.E.  Check Web Gear i.e.: fire shelter, shroud, long sleeve t-shirt, condition of Whites, flares, water in canteen, goggles, headlamp, batteries, sunscreen.

Describe Apparatus Preparations for Today’s Shift:

Inventory Wildland hose packs i.e. hose clamps, thief’s.  Thin water and foam.  Designate an extra mobile attack line.  Fittings.  Extra fire shelters  for cab.  Maps for area in and around area of possible deployment.  Radio frequency chart.  Insure all H.T. batteries are fully charged and bring extras.  Print current and predicted weather information.  Flagging ribbon.  Sleeping bags and cots.  Extra water and Gatorade   

Describe Crew Communications for Today’s Shift:  Discuss the possibility of deployment.  Discuss current and predicted weather as well as Topography.  Review L.C.E.S and Fire Orders.  Know subordinate’s current ICS qualifications and overhead assignment availability.  Review tactics of attack versus defensive.  Relate history of fires in the area if known.  Review Heli-spot operations.  Stress the need for hydration, food and rest both prior to and during deployment.  

Describe Strike Team Operations:

Understand the need for uniformity and constant communications.  Obtain name an location of Incident as well as rendezvous point.  Strike Team Leaders need to be briefed on assignments and clear on objectives.  Assignments and objectives must be relayed to all crews and this information needs to be clear and understood by all strike team members.  Solicit input from all ranks throughout the operation.
