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TDG “High Hazard” Solution Worksheet

Personal Preparations for Today’s Shift:

I would start out by making sure my out of county bag was up with plenty of clothes in case we got sent out. We would begin hydrating by drinking plenty of water thru out the day. We would look at the National Weather Service site and get the weather info for that day, and the extended forecast for the local area.

Describe PPE Preparations for Today’s Shift:

We would check all PPE and make sure we have everything that we would need (goggles, shroud, boots, long sleeve…) Make sure our fire shelters are in good condition and that our web gear fits properly just in case we lost or gained some inches since the last time we used it. Change out our water in our web gear, put some fusees in our packs.

Describe Apparatus Preparations for Today’s Shift:

Beside daily checks, we would ice up the ice chest and stock it with water/ Gatorade. Make sure we have Thomas Bros.  guides for LA/Ventura/Santa Barbara Counties. Check all sleeping bags, cots, canteens, headlamps, MRE’s, Class A foam, hand tools, insect repellant, sunscreen….

Describe Crew Communications for Today’s Shift:

At morning lineup we would go over the days weather forecast, LCES, 10 standard firefighting orders and the 18 watchout situations. Make sure we have radio frequencies for other agencies we might go out to a fire with. Program a channel in our HT’s so our crew can talk to each other, aside from the incident frequencies. Everyone is a Safety Officer for the Engine.

Describe Strike Team Operations:

If we go out on a strike team, we would make sure we cover all of the above items. We would designate a meeting location so all five engines can leave together to the incident and know were the destination is. We would designate the order of the engines during travel with Strike Team leader first. Designate EMS group within the Strike Team. We would have a travel channel so all five rigs and the chief can communicate on the way to the incident. At the incident make sure the whole strike team is on the same page (radio channels, division, have a map of the area were they would be working, know weather forecast, local weather influences).
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
