Forcible Entry Solution Worksheet

· Describe additional forcible entry equipment that may be needed.

One may also consider an axe, battering ram (a personal favorite of Captain Kemper, which he kept easily accessible on the outside of Truck 17), and extra blades for the rotary saw.    

· Describe initial critical actions.

Provide entry to the front door for Engine 17.

· Describe priority of forcible entry openings.

1. Front entry door

2. Interior door from offices to manufacturing.

3. Rear rolling steel door for additional entry and exit that may be used by the RIC or other companies.

4. Barred windows (if height of windows permits) 

· Describe responsibilities after forcible entry is completed.

Report to the Company Commander that the doors are open and the findings from the forcible entry e.g. heavy smoke, in flames. 

Action will follow Company Commander’s direction. This may involve help pulling hose, aiding in ventilation, setting up lights, or assisting where needed.
