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Forcible Entry Solution Worksheet

· Describe additional forcible entry equipment that may be needed.

Blade Board, 14’ Ladder with Pike Pole, Floor Runner, Salvage Cover, and Personal Axe…

· Describe initial critical actions.

Upon arrival, the IC should be made aware of the rolling steel door in the rear of the manufacturing portion of this occupancy. Along with the halligan and the rotary saw, the blade board should also be brought to the front door of this building. Remember to have SCBA and personal axe as well. 

· Describe priority of forcible entry openings.

The 1st priority is to make sure that E17 has entry to the front. Then proceed to the rear and make access to the rolling steel door. On the way back to the front the bars on the windows should be removed if they are within reach. Upon returning to the front, if the IC hasn’t appointed a company to the 2nd story occupancy, then there should be consideration to make access as well; however, time is valuable to team back up with E17. 

· Describe responsibilities after forcible entry is completed.

A 14’ ladder with pike pole and floor runner should be brought inside the structure. Remember to follow E17 hose in not to be confused with E9. Be sure to pull as much hose as possible along the way. Deploy the floor runner if possible; although, this is not a place of residence, and it may not be as crucial. The 14’ ladder may be needed to make any fire attack within the attic, but the pike pole is now your tool of choice. Assist E17 with pulling ceiling. While inside the structure be aware of any possible of signs of someone living within the structure. Even though it is a place of business, there are times that people may be sleeping there at night, thus making some concern of any possible victims. Other responsibilities to consider would be that of overhaul; if at all possible attempt to place a salvage cover over any computers as soon as possible. There may be important business documents that may need to be retained as well as expensive office items. Be sure to isolate them away from any further devastation.  
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
