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Auto Fueling Station Solution Worksheet

Describe your fire suppression tactics:
I would employ an aggressive attack on this small fire to avoid further ignition of the highly flammable gases.  I would instruct my firefighters to use a 1½ hose line with a dry chem extinguisher for protection.  I would have a blanket of class B foam applied over the spill to suppress the vapors.  I would also have the run off contained to limit the size of the incident. 
Describe auto fueling station emergency systems”
There a couple of critical safety systems required by the Fire Code that will potentially limit the scope of this emergency.  An Impact Valve that shuts off the flow of fuel to the dispenser in case of severe impact or exposure to fire.  A clearly labeled “GAS SHUT-OFF” switch is to be installed not closer than 15 feet or farther than 100 feet from any dispenser.  Both of these devices could prevent large amounts of gasoline from being spilled from the dispensing devices.  In addition a 2A,20BC  fire extinguisher shall be located within 75 feet of every dispenser.  
Describe rescue tactics:
Assuming that the fire is small and there are no extrication problems, I would first extinguish the fire and apply a blanket of class B foam over the fuel spill.  I would have a firefighter make access to the vehicle and make the rescue as the other firefighter provides for protection with the dry chem extinguisher.      
Additional companies ordered:
Upon initial size up of this incident I recognize that there is significant potential for further ignition with consideration for additional rescues and exposures.  I would request 2 task forces, 2 rescues and a hazmat squad.
