·       Describe “Light Force” Operations
E-74 goes on Fire Attack; Captain performs his 360 degree size-up then returns to the cab (initial I.C.), Engineer’s pumping and establishing rehab, FFs are making and stretching 2 ½”  hose inside. 

T-74’s crew is assigned to open the delivery doors to help vent the bldg.

R-74 is assigned as the R.I.T.

 
·       Describe “Risk vs. Gain” Operations
The risk here is minimal; the bldg construction will sustain a lot of fire and the panelized roof will support more weight and will maintain most of its integrity under fire conditions than light weight construction roofs will.  With all the employees accounted for outside, our projected life loss is minimal.  An aggressive fire attack will contain the fire to its original point of origin.

 

·       Describe methods used to support Engine 74
E-74 goes on Fire Attack; Captain performs his 360 degree size-up then returns to the cab (initial I.C.), Engineer’s pumping and establishing rehab, FFs are making and stretching 2 ½” hose inside. 

T-74’s crew is assigned to open the delivery doors to help vent the bldg and allow easier access into the fire bldg.

R-74 is assigned as the R.I.T.

E-24 is assigned to lay in LDH to E-74 for the water supply and the Capt. will be assigned as Interior Div. while the rest of the crew assists E-74’s crew.

R-824 will relieve E-74’s Engineer with rehab.

 

·       Place first alarm assignment and order additional resources
E-74 goes on Fire Attack; Captain performs his 360 degree size-up then returns to the cab (initial I.C.), Engineer’s pumping and establishing rehab, FFs are making and stretching 2 ½” hose inside. 

T-74’s crew is assigned to open the delivery doors to help vent the bldg and allow easier access into the fire bldg. 

R-74 is assigned as the R.I.T. and pulls the equipment needed for the bldg construction type.

E-24 is assigned to lay in LDH to E-74 for the water supply and assigned Interior Div. once the water source for E-74 has been established.  Both crews will work together to get the attack lines established and manned.

R-824 will relieve E-74’s Engineer with rehab and assume rehab. pulling all needed rehab supplies.

E-77 will be assigned to the “C” side of the bldg, laying their own water supply line in.  They will establish their water and bring in a second 2 ½” line to help with fire knock-down or that line may be wyed off into (2) 1 ¾” lines to protect the offices and give us an additional line for fire attack; Depending on the progress of the Interior Division.

TF-89 will be assigned to E-74 or E-77 to assist them with their operations.  They will secure the utilities.  Once that’s completed, they will be assigned to operate as the relief crew for E-74.

EMS-12 will be assigned as P.A.R Officer.

 A 2nd Alarm would be requested upon E-74 arriving on scene.  Cover units will be requested for the vacant stations.

Once B-12 is on scene, I will give him a face-to-face briefing explaining P.P.P.N (Position, Progress, P.A.R. and Needs).  He’ll also be advised that I’ve called for a 2nd Alarm and Cover Units for the vacant stations.  At that time I’d give B-12 a few minutes and request an assignment for myself.
