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Situation
You are the Appara-
tus Operator assigned
to Truck 72. Your Task
Force is dispatched to
a reported structure
fire. It is 0200 hours.
When you arrive on-
scene you find a three
story apartment house
with fire showing in
one unit on the first
floor. The fire has bro-
ken out of the window
on the first floor and is
beginning to “lap” up
to the second floor.
The fire is now directly
exposing a second
floor window. You
“throw” the aerial lad-
der to the roof and the
truck firefighters
“throw” the appropri-
ate ground ladders.
Yourself and two of
the truck firefighters
proceed up the aerial
ladder to check the
roof. When you arrive
on the roof, there are
no obvious indicators
that the fire has ex-
tended to the attic.
You notice a pent-
house door

approximately 75 feet
away. Yourself and
the two truck firefight-
ers proceed to the
penthouse door and
open it. You encoun-
ter very light smoke
upon opening the
door. You hear the
Captain from Engine
72 state on the TAC
channel that they
have encountered
heavy smoke in the
hallway on the first
floor. This Captain
also states that the
fire from the first floor
unit has extended out
into the hallway. You
realize that the rest of
the assignment is still
over five minutes
away.

You make the decision
to proceed down the
stairwell with the two
truck firefighters and
you notify the IC.
When you open the
stairwell door on the
second floor you en-
counter light to me-
dium smoke. You pro-
ceed to the first fire
door in the second
floor hallway and you
encounter heavy
smoke upon opening
it.
