2nd Floor Company Actions:

After determining roof operations are not necessary, we will descend to the 3rd floor making sure it is clear then to the 2nd floor, where we find heavy smoke, my actions would be:

*Notify I/C of heavy smoke on the 2nd floor

*Secure the stairwell, proceed to secure hallway

*In coordination with E72, I would initiate attacking the fire on the 2nd floor becoming Div. 2

*While advancing the hoseline we will do a primary search

*Attempt to confine and extinguish the fire

*Open doors and windows for ventilation

*Open up ceilings and walls to check for extension

*Request an additional TF for back up fire attack and an additional ENG to check for extension to the 3rd floor

*Initiate salvage operations to minimize further damage

*Initiate secondary search
